As many have already stated, pure economic rates are not enough anymore to have a complete skill of the community wellness, and also to stand as stable basis for a project based on human development and environmental sustainability. That is also true for ethic finance, which promotes organizations based on a social and environmental positive impact, but lacks of the essential tools to help to measure the results of the financed activities.

These are our questions:

· is it possible to evaluate the impact on communities and territories of the activity of networks and single organizations?

· can we call these indexes “community rates”?

· if so, how is it possible to measure their capability to produce “social capital” stock and/or relationship capital?

· in such a prospective, which data can be used as quantifier data and/or as qualitative elements?

· can we call these data “community index”?

· if so, which rates are actually available?

· how can we eventually implement new rates?

· can we get to an integrated evaluation of economic organizations’ activities based not only on rates that measures economic and financial performance, but also on index that may point out the “social capital” of the organization and its capability to improve quality of life in a certain territory or community?
